T his difference can be as much as 4 to 5
more years of quality life!

A good portion of the world speak French. In fact, over 200 million people speak
French across 5 continents. French is spoken in many countries around the world,
and it's an official language in many countries like Belgium, the Seychelles,
Canada, Cameroon... and many more!

Words such as,
baby-sitter, bacon, weekend, and super are all English words that are used in French
on a daily basis.

T his means that you already know a very large portion of French vocabulary.
